d. “Death master file” means the United States30

social security administration’s death master file31

or any other database or service that is at least as32

comprehensive as the United States social security33

administration’s death master file for determining that34

a person has died.35

e. “Death master file match” means a search of36

the death master file that results in a match of an37

authorized person’s name and social security number or38

an authorized person’s name and date of birth.39

f. “Insurer” means a life insurance company40

regulated under chapter 508.41

g. “Policy” means any policy or certificate of life42

insurance issued in this state. “Policy” does not43

include any of the following:44

(1) A policy or certificate of life insurance which45

provides a death benefit under an employee benefit46

plan subject to the federal Employee Retirement Income47

Security Act of 1974, Pub. L. No. 93-406, as codified48

at 29 U.S.C. §1002 et seq.49

(2) A policy or certificate of life insurance which50
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provides a death benefit under an employee benefit plan1

subject to a federal employee benefit program.2

(3) A policy or certificate of life insurance3

which is used to fund a preneed plan for cemetery4

merchandise, funeral merchandise, funeral services, or5

a combination thereof.6

(4) A policy or certificate of credit life or7

accidental death insurance.8

(5) A policy issued to a group master policyowner9

for which the insurer does not provide recordkeeping10

services.11

h. “Recordkeeping services” means services provided12

by an insurer who has entered into an agreement with a13

group policy customer to be responsible for obtaining,14

2. “Apprenticeable occupation” means an occupation approved33

for apprenticeship by the United States department of labor,34

office of apprenticeship.35
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3. “Apprenticeship program” means a program registered1

with the United States department of labor, office of2

apprenticeship, which includes terms and conditions for the3

qualification, recruitment, selection, employment, and training4

of apprentices, including the requirement for a written5

apprenticeship agreement.6

4. “Apprenticeship sponsor” means an entity operating7

an apprenticeship program or an entity in whose name an8

apprenticeship program is being operated, which is registered9

with or approved by the United States department of labor,10

office of apprenticeship.11

5. “Department” means the department of education.12

6. “Financial assistance” means assistance provided only13

from the funds, rights, and assets legally available to the14

department and includes but is not limited to assistance in the15

forms of grants, loans, forgivable loans, and royalty payments.16

7. “Fund” means the apprenticeship training program fund17

created in section 260J.3.18

8. “Lead apprenticeship sponsor” means a trade organization,19

labor organization, employer association, or other incorporated20

entity representing a group of apprenticeship sponsors.21

Sec. 17. NEW SECTION. 260J.3 Apprenticeship training22

program —— fund.23

1. An apprenticeship training program fund is created in the24

state treasury under the control of the department.25

2. The fund shall consist of moneys deposited in the fund26

pursuant to section 256.92, moneys appropriated for purposes27

of the apprenticeship training program, and any other moneys28

lawfully available to the department for purposes of this29

chapter.30

3. Moneys in the fund are appropriated to the department for31

the purposes of this chapter.32

4. No more than two percent of the total moneys deposited33

in the fund on July 1 of a fiscal year is appropriated to the34

department for the purposes of administering this chapter.35

Sec. 18. NEW SECTION. 260J.4 Financial assistance for an7

apprenticeship program.8

1. a. An apprenticeship sponsor or lead apprenticeship9

sponsor conducting apprenticeship programs in Iowa for10

apprentices who will be employed at Iowa worksites may apply to11

the department for a training grant or an infrastructure grant,12

or both a training grant and an infrastructure grant under this13

section.14

b. Financial assistance received by an apprenticeship15

sponsor or lead apprenticeship sponsor under this section shall16

be used only for the cost of conducting and maintaining an17

apprenticeship program.18

2. The department shall provide financial assistance19

in the form of training grants or infrastructure grants to20

(1) The total number of apprentices trained by a single8

applying apprenticeship sponsor or lead apprenticeship sponsor9

during the most recent training year as calculated on the last10

day of the training year.11

(2) The total number of contact hours that apprenticeship12

instructors for a single applying apprenticeship sponsor or13

lead apprenticeship sponsor spent in contact with apprentices14

during the most recent training year. For purposes of15

this subparagraph, “contact hours” includes the time spent16

instructing apprentices in person or, in the case of a lead17

apprenticeship sponsor with programs totaling one hundred or18

more total instructional hours, “contact hours” includes the19

time spent in online training if the total amount of online20

instruction does not account for more than thirty percent of21

the total instructional hours.22

d. By determining the proportion, stated as a percentage,23

that a single applying apprenticeship sponsor’s or lead24

apprenticeship sponsor’s total calculated pursuant to paragraph25

apprenticeship sponsors’ total calculated pursuant to paragraph27

“b”.28

e. By multiplying the percentage calculated in paragraph “d”29

by the amount determined in paragraph “a”.30

3. An apprenticeship sponsor or lead apprenticeship sponsor31

seeking financial assistance under this section shall provide32

the following information to the department:33

a. The federal apprentice registration number of each34

apprentice in the apprenticeship program.35
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b. The address and a description of the physical location1

where in-person training is conducted.2

c. A certification of the apprenticeship sponsor’s training3

standards as most recently approved by the United States4

department of labor, office of apprenticeship or, in the case5

of a lead apprenticeship sponsor, a representative sample of6

participating members’ training standards.7

d. A certification of the apprenticeship sponsor’s8

compliance review or quality assessment as most recently9

conducted by the United States department of labor, office of10

apprenticeship, unless the apprenticeship sponsor has not been11

subjected to a compliance review or quality assessment. In the12

case of a lead apprenticeship sponsor, a sampling of compliance13

reviews or quality assessments from participating members shall14

be sufficient.15

e. Any other information the department reasonably16

determines is necessary.17

4. The apprenticeship sponsor or lead apprenticeship18

sponsor and the department shall enter into an agreement19

regarding the provision of any financial assistance to the20

apprenticeship sponsor or lead apprenticeship sponsor.21

k. Four members of the general assembly serving as23

ex officio, nonvoting members, one representative to be24

appointed by the speaker of the house of representatives, one25

representative to be appointed by the minority leader of the26

house of representatives, one senator to be appointed by the27

majority leader of the senate, and one senator to be appointed28

by the minority leader of the senate.29

3. a. The voting members of the advisory board and the30

member from the United States department of labor, office31

of apprenticeship, shall be selected by the named entity or32

entities. The members from the labor organizations shall be33

selected by the labor organization being represented. The34

member representing the community college apprenticeship35

college trustees.2

b. The voting members of the advisory board and the3

member from the United States department of labor, office of4

apprenticeship, shall serve three-year staggered terms. If5

a vacancy occurs a successor shall be selected in the same6

manner and subject to the same qualifications as the original7

selection to serve the remainder of the term.8

c. The legislative members of the advisory board shall serve9

terms as provided in section 69.16B. A legislative member10

may designate another person to attend a board meeting if the11

member is unavailable.12

The inclusion of this explanation does not constitute agreement with34

the explanation’s substance by the members of the general assembly.35
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This bill relates to changes to the job training program and1

fund under Code chapter 260F and establishes an apprenticeship2

program under new Code chapter 260J.3

WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT FUND. The bill amends the workforce4

development fund account and the workforce development fund by5

eliminating the funds as the funds exist under the economic6

development authority (“authority”) and transferring the moneys7

remaining in the fund and moneys accruing to the fund after8

the effective date of the bill into the newly established9

workforce development fund account and workforce development10

fund, respectively, controlled by the department of education.11

The job training withholding moneys currently transferred to12

the workforce development account under the authority will13

be transferred pursuant to the bill to the newly established14

workforce development fund account under the department of15

education. The bill also raises the cap on the withholding16

amount to be transferred from $4 million to $6 million. The17

moneys in the workforce development fund under the department18

of education shall be used for purposes of funding projects for19

jobs training under Code chapter 260F as amended by the bill20

and for apprenticeship programs under new Code chapter 260J21

under the bill. Three million dollars is allocated to each22

purpose and shall be transferred to the job training fund and23

the apprenticeship training program fund.24

The bill repeals provisions related to the workforce25

development fund program operated by the authority.26

JOBS TRAINING PROGRAM. The bill amends the jobs training27

program and job training fund under Code chapter 260F.28

Currently, a business and the community college enter into an29

agreement to establish a project and the authority accepts30

applications for assistance, sets the criteria for whether a31

business is eligible for assistance under the program, and32

coordinates the jobs training program. The bill amends these33

provisions by no longer requiring the business to submit34

an application to the authority, allowing the department35
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of education to set the criteria for whether a business is1

eligible for assistance, and requiring the department of2

education to coordinate the jobs training program.3

The bill amends the job training fund by establishing4

the fund under the state treasury rather than within the5

workforce development fund and transferring the authority over6

the fund from the authority to the department of education.7

The bill provides that the moneys in the jobs training fund8

are appropriated to and shall be allocated to community9

colleges through a formula established in the chapter related10

to community colleges. The bill also provides that moneys11

remaining in the job training fund for the business network12

training program shall be distributed through this same13

formula.14

The bill strikes the definition of “authority” and defines15

“department” as the department of education in Code chapter16

260F. The bill amends the definition of “eligible business”17

in the Code chapter to include commercial construction or a18

business providing services through electronic commerce in19

interstate commerce.20

The bill provides that the maximum financial assistance21

under the jobs training program is $50,000 for any one project22

and $100,000 for any business during a three-year period. The23

bill also requires a business to provide a cash match or an24

in-kind match to be eligible for financial assistance under the25

jobs training program.26

The bill requires each community college to submit an27

annual report about the jobs training programs funded during28

the previous fiscal year to the department of education by29

September 1. The bill requires the department of education to30

establish performance metrics for the jobs training programs31

funded and assess the programs funded. The bill also allows32

community colleges to retain up to 10 percent of the total cost33

of a project for outreach to employers, monitoring the training34

agreements, development of training projects and program plans,35
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and business development activities.1

The bill provides transition provisions stating that2

financial assistance awards through the jobs training program3

made or provided for under agreements between community4

colleges and businesses entered into prior to July 1, 2014,5

remain in effect. The bill also states that loan payments,6

repayments, recaptures, and any other moneys accruing pursuant7

to those agreements shall be transferred to the job training8

fund, as amended by the bill.9

APPRENTICESHIP TRAINING PROGRAM. The bill creates the10

Iowa apprenticeship Act in Code chapter 260J. The chapter11

provides definitions for “apprentice”, “apprenticeable12

occupation”, “apprenticeship program”, “apprenticeship13

sponsor”, “department”, “financial assistance”, “fund”, and14

“lead apprenticeship sponsor”.15

The bill establishes an apprenticeship training program fund16

under the control of the department of education in the state17

treasury for purposes of providing financial assistance for18

apprenticeship training under the Code chapter. Moneys in the19

fund are appropriated to the department for the apprenticeship20

training program. The bill limits the department of education21

to 2 percent of the total moneys deposited in the fund for the22

cost of administering the apprenticeship training program.23

The bill provides that an apprenticeship sponsor or24

lead apprenticeship sponsor may apply to the department25

for financial assistance in the form of a training grant,26

infrastructure training grant, or both a training grant and27

infrastructure grant.28

The bill specifies that financial assistance is to be29

allocated to apprenticeship sponsors or lead apprenticeship30

sponsors by the ratio of the total number of apprentices31

trained and number of contact hours of instruction for an32

apprenticeship sponsor or lead apprenticeship sponsor divided33

by the total number of apprentices trained and contact hours34

of instruction for all the apprenticeship sponsors or lead35
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apprenticeship sponsors in the previous training year, then1

multiplied by the moneys allocated for financial assistance to2

apprenticeship sponsors.3

The bill provides that in order to receive financial4

assistance, the apprenticeship sponsor or lead apprenticeship5

sponsor and the department must enter into an agreement.6

The bill establishes an apprenticeship training program7

advisory board to advise the department on issues related to8

apprenticeship programs and promote the development of new and9

the expansion of existing apprenticeship programs in Iowa.10

RULES AND REPEALS. The bill requires the department of11

education to adopt rules to administer the bill.12

The bill repeals Code sections relating to the business13

network training and the high technology apprenticeship14

program.15
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
